1. Give a report on the progress and challenges of the formation of the country teams
	In January this year Uganda held the post Cop22 workshop in Kampala which brought on board country climate change stakeholders on board. UNFCC, UNDP, Parliamentary Climate change desk, Uganda Climate change adaption department, NEMA, NFA, UNWomen, Civil society. This was to disseminate information about the recommendations made during the Paris Cop21 and MarakechCop22 and to inform the stakeholders about the way forward for Uganda in relation to Climate mitigation and adaption.
More so to enhance the stakeholder partnerships.

In addition Uganda Uganda will be hosting the African Youth Climate summit which is due August this. We held the first press conference to inform stake holders in April 2017. The speaker of parliament was grateful to the Youth who lobbied for the regional workshop to be held in Uganda. 
So what has be done.
· Ministry of Water and Environment has accepted to be lead ministry since climate change department is under it.
· The dates have been identified for August.
· Ministry of Water and environment as a lead coordinator of climate change intervention has established a National Organizing Committee (NOC) to spear head the preparation for the conference of which one of us represents Caroline Owashaba on the Youth side.
· Development partners have been reached and responsible ministries are being represented by nominated individuals by permanent secretaries.

What will happen during the conference

· The conference will mainly focus on the SDG 1, 2, 6 and 13. These include: eradication poverty all its forms, end hunger, achieve food security and promote sustainable agriculture, water as well Global climate Action respectively.
· UN-SDGs run

The objectives of the conference include:
· Youth engagement in climate change to popularize the SDGs and the implementation of the paris Agreement and outcomes of COP22.
· To launch the “ presidential Environment Youth Awards” (PEYA)
· To launch a global campaign to leave no one behind in creating awareness of the UN SDGs through Mass National Marathon Relay and among others.
Uganda will host Common wealth youth summit next month June. This will bring together 150 youth participates from common wealth countries and the main discussion is goal 4, 5 and 8 of SDGS. Uganda will be represented by 20particpates. 
Uganda held an Employment, entrepreneurship and Education (Reality Check In) conference for five days. The participates were got from government, private sector, entrepreneur’s, starters and education ministry. Young people shared information on how to curb down unemployment rates in the Ugandan systems. One recommendation that stood out was for government to effectively implement the National Curriculum by having effective monitoring and evaluation teams. Contracts for officers in Government this was specifically for goal 8. The recommendations will be shared with the relevant stakeholders.
Uganda will host the Eastern Africa Girls Summit in October, the preparations are undergoing at ministry of gender, labour and social development (MoGLD). Girls Not Brides a national coalition of civil society organisations is working in partnership with the ministry to make this a reality. Actions for youth and together for girls are part of the coalition. Discussions will aimed at ending gender disparities, early pregnancies, better education for all and peaceful transition for mothers.
Challenges as Ugandan Team.

The team lead is too busy to report up to July however members suggested that they needed to take time to nominate another person as their country leader.

What’s the difference between the research desk team and NAYD Uganda Team.

The locality of different members has been a problem; members in the North cannot meet with members in the Western Region Visa vis Members in Central and Eastern.
Funds, activities that don’t engage governments lack funds. We need to develop a fundraising strategy.
